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has recognized CSIO as a permanent venue for the
imparting specialized training under Indian Technical
& Economic Cooperation (ITEC) and Special
Commonwealth African Assistance Plan (SCAAP) to
foreign delegates from third world countries in building
their technical capabilities. Two such programmes;
one on Operation, Maintenance and Repair of Bio-
medical Equipment and another on Operation,
Maintenance and Repair of Analytical Equipment
were organized by S&M Centre, Delhi and S&M
Division, Chandigarh.

The need for development of state-of-art globally
competitive technologies has increased the onus on
technically trained personnel. This impelled the Indo-
Swiss Training Centre (ISTC), accredited with an
international image of producing specialized
technically trained manpower, to introduce short-term
courses for the benefit of the industry personnel in
CNC Milling, Precision Turning and Design of Press
Tools during the year. This initiative is facilitating the
centre and industry to come closer leading to more
business in the long run. ISTC also took a major step
forward by initiating work on a few tasks under the
networked Project fElectronics for Societal
Purposes= besides taking up a few sponsored
programmes through its own initiative. This will further
improve the quality of training.

Institute's ultra modern infrastructural facilities,
namely, aspheric generation and polishing,
microprocessor based thin film coating, micro-
electronics, trace elemental analysis, computerized
numerically controlled machine alongwith the
CAD/CAM packaging & mould design are luring
several industries in getting their problems solved
besides the critical jobbing assistance. To enhance the
capabilities in fabrication and testing of optical and
electronic components, phase shift interferometer and
reliability analysis software tool were also added.
