1. About CSIR-CSIO and Logo design of CSIR-CSIO.

CSIR-Central Scientific Instruments Organisation (CSIR-CSIO), a constituent unit of
Council of Scientific & Industrial Research (CSIR), is a premier National Laboratory
dedicated to research, Design and Development of Scientific and Industrial Instruments.
It is a multi- disciplinary and multi-dimensional Apex Industrial Research & Development
Organisation in the country to stimulate growth of instrument Industry in India covering
wide range and applications, serving the nation since 1959.

An office logo is a graphic symbol or emblem that represents an organisation’s identity
and brand. It is typically a combination of design elements, such as text, shapes,
colours, and images that together convey the mission, values, and essence of the
organisation. The logo serves as visual shorthand for the office, offering a quick and
recognizable way to identify the organisation in both digital and physical spaces. A well-
designed logo can be used across various forms of communication, including websites,
business cards, letterheads, advertisements, and office signage. A logo is not just a
pretty picture; it should embody the values, goals, and mission of the organisation it
represents. In light of these considerations, this design challenge invites participants to
design a new logo for CSIR-CSIO that encompasses theme, vision, mission & mandate,
R & D activities, technologies etc. developed at CSIR-CSIO.

Guidelines for Logo design of CSIR-CSIO

e Original, logo design should depict innovative S & T contribution of CSIR-CSIO
during the past 65 years.

e Details about CSIR-CSIO and its activities can be gathered from www.csio.res.in .

e Registration and submission of entries would be online .Entries will be invited
through a Google form. Entries can be submitted on the Link
(https://forms.gle/K601BKGYNUK5kBWI9)

e The logo should be designed on a digital platform (Graphic Software).

e Participants should upload the Logo in JPEG /JPG/PNG /SVG/PDF format only
.However; the winner shall be required to submit the vector design of the Logo
(raw/editable form).

e Logo should be designed in colour. The size of the designs may vary from 5 cm * 5
cm to 60 cm * 60 cm in either portrait or landscape.

e The logo should be usable on the website/social media such as Twitter / Facebook
and on printed materials such as stationery and signage, labels etc.

e The Logo should be in high resolution with minimum 300 DPI.

e The participants will be required to submit an undertaking of originality of design
and transfer of copyright to CSIR —CSIO to claim the award.
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3. Terms & Conditions

Participants must be Indian Citizens.

Multiple submission of logo by the same participant would not be considered.

One logo will be selected as the Best Logo by the competent authority / committee.
The design should not violate the Indian Copyright Act and must not contain any
provocative, objectionable, or inappropriate content. CSIR-CSIO will not bear
responsibility of any copyright infringement.

CSIR- CSIO will own the intellectual property of the prize winning logo. CSIO
reserves the right to modify the selected entry and use it in any form. The prize
winner will have no further right on the selected Logo and no fee/royalty will be
paid for the selected logo.

The selection would be on the basis of the message, elements of creativity,
originality, composition, technical excellence, artistic merit, visual impact and
theme of design related to CSIR-CSIO domains.

Decision of the competent authority will be final and no clarification would be
issued to the participants.

Disqualified entries will not be used by CSIR- CSIO for any purpose and CSIO will
have no intellectual property rights over these entries.

No participation fee for participating in the competition.

The selected logo by the competent authority will be awarded based on the criteria
decided by the committee.

4. Eligibility:

Any Indian National can submit the entry.

5. Competition Schedule

The entries for the competition to design the Logo will be called as per following
tentative schedule:

Opening of the Design Competition:-24/07/2025

Closing of the design Competition -18/08/2025

Announcement of Results of Stage-1 of the design competition—to be announced
on CSIO website.

Presentation for Stage-2 for Selected Participants:-to be announced on CSIO
website.

Announcement of Final Result:-to be announced.

(www.csio.res.in).

6. Competition Stages

The competition comprises two stages: Stage 1 & Stage 2. The critical of selection
will be decided by the committee.

Stage 1. Candidates are required to submit their conceptual design/drawings and
sketches online in PDF format. The selection committee will shortlist the best 10
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entries for Stage-2 in which participant will give detailed presentation on their
designed Logo.

e Stage 2: In this round, all shortlisted entries are required to present detailed
design/ drawings, complete with detailed significance, explanation/message of
designed Logo. The shortlisted participants will give comprehensive presentation
to the selection committee for the further selection process. The following
documents shall be submitted by the participants during stage-2 presentation.

e Vector design of the Logo (raw/editable form).

e Detailed Report explaining the significance of Logo (PDF format)

e An undertaking of originality of design

e Transfer of copyright to CSIR —CSIO by the participant whose logo is finally
selected.

7. Compensation and Awards
All the participants will get the certificate of participation for the Logo design
competition. The Participant whose Logo will be selected finally for official usage of
CSIR-CSIO will be awarded with cash prize of Rs 10,000/-. and two consolation
prizes of Rs 3,000/- each will be awarded to the participants along with
appreciation certificate by the competent authority.

8. Design Challenge Assessment Criteria
All submissions for this design challenge will be evaluated based on the following
criteria:
e Message, elements of creativity, originality, composition, technical excellence,
artistic merit, visual impact and theme of the design with respect to CSIR-CSIO
domains.

Note: The organizers retain the right to accept or reject any submission
without providing justification. Anonymity will be maintained throughout
the competition. Above guidelines are only for reference and CSIR-CSIO
have right to delete/modify/add any content as per requirements.
